The decision of Civil Aviation Medical Board is that you are considered medically fit to hold a restricted ATPL / CPL / FE Licence), provided you meet and continue to meet the following additional conditions:
a) You must be accompanied by another pilot who holds an unrestricted, medically valid Pilot licence with appropriate category, class and type rating;

b) Your accompanying Pilot must have had incapacitation training before flight.

c) Your aircraft must be equipped with dual control system;
d) A suitable means of restraint, to prevent interference with the flight controls, must be available in the event you become incapacitated.

e) You must have informed your employer of the above conditions/restrictions;

f) You must continue to perform Flight Engineers duties only (forth F. Engineers).

Failure to meet these conditions will render your licence invalid for which you/your Operator will be held sole responsible.


Your restricted Medical Category as per CAA-43 and restricted ATPL / CPL / FE Licence will be endorsed “Licence Restricted” and “subject to the conditions as per CAA-43 issued dated __________)”. Other standard limitations or advisory notes will be entered in your licence in normal manner as per CAA rules.


This letter must be carried with your licensing documents and be shown to your Medical Examiner at the time of each medical examination and to CAA inspector at the time of aircraft inspections.

You may request for constitution of unrestricted lower medical category, if permissible, under ICAO rules. Communications in this regard should be addressed to Chief of Aviation Medicine, CAA Aero Medical Centre JIAP.
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
